GCSE Courses

Controlled Assessments for most GCSEs apart from RE and Mathematics.  

These are supervised assessments with different levels of control, usually 

undertaken during normal lesson time. 

 

BTEC and Cambridge Nationals ï Level 1/2 

 ï Sport, H&SC, ICT 

Coursework ï limited feedback 

Examined Unit taken an online exam or paper exam 

ÅTime to show what you 
can do.  
ÅPreparation between 
sessions. 
ÅMore control over. 
ÅCompensate for exam 
weaknesses. 



Plagiarism

Examinations  
ÅFrom last year on all exams are linear which means they are 

taken at the end of the course.  No opportunities for re-sit 
unless students are entered early. 

ÅInternal Exams ï Term 6 

ÅExam timetables issued in advance. 

ÅEnsure students check the dates. 

ÅThey must learn their candidate number. 

ÅThey must bring the correct equipment to exams. 

ÅStick a copy of the exam timetable on the fridge at home.

Effort Grades ð just as important!  

1 = Excellent 

2 = Good 

3 = Satisfactory 

4 = Unsatisfactory 

Attitude to learning is a little thing 

that can make a big difference. 



Å Discuss homework/their studies with them and give encouragement 

Å Ask about what was studied during the day. 

Å If they have no homework, then at this time of year they should be 
revising. 

Å Or review what has been taught during the day to consolidate learning 

Å Check their planners 

Å Help them meet deadlines for coursework subjects. 

Å Plan their revision with them 

Å If possible provide a quiet place to study
